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Introduction: The following instructions are intended to guide the authors in preparing the electronic version of their abstracts. The abstract should summarise the content of the project in a clear, detailed and concise way. For this reason it should contain all the relevant data and information. The abstracts should be written in the English language. Accepted abstracts will be included in the Conference Book of Abstracts. Only abstracts prepared according to these instructions will be published. 
Type of file: The abstract template is a Microsoft Word file. Please save it as a doc file - avoiding DOCX format- name it after the presenting author name and replace items (title, authors etc.). Before submission, please make sure that your file does not exceed 2 MB. 
Format: The margin on top is 3, 5 cm, on bottom 2 cm, on left and right 2, 5 cm. The font type is Times New Roman and the font size is 12 pts for the title and 10 pts for the body text.  Title and headings should be in bold. 
Figures and tables: All tables, charts and photos should be in greyscale, since the Book of Abstracts will be printed in Black & White. Also, they should fit in a single column, be numbered and referenced in the text. 
Table x: Table caption should be 10 pts, italics, justified, above table. Text in cells should be Times New Roman 10 pts, left justified.

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Limitations: Provide abstracts of your paper no longer than one page (A4 - format). At least one of the authors is requested to register for the conference.  Only abstracts of participants who have registered will be included in the Book of Abstracts.

Submission: Abstracts should be submitted before October 12, 2009 on-line through the conference website. (http://www.gaec.gr/im2010). You should also write your preference for the type of presentation (oral/poster). However, the Scientific Programme Committee reserves the right to decide on the presentation type (oral or poster) of accepted abstracts, as well as to edit the abstracts in terms of proper use of English language.  

Evaluation: The abstracts will be reviewed by the Scientific Programme Committee members. After abstracts review, authors will be notified via e-mail whether their abstract has been accepted or rejected. The notification will be sent by 16 November 2009. 
Proceedings: The proceedings will be published in the Radiation Protection Dosimetry journal as a special issue in early 2011. Details on full paper submission will be announced soon.
